President Obama has made no secret of his sumpdhef bill, which would be the largest tax increas
American history. The non-partisan Congressionaldgt Office has scored the House plan as an $846
billion increase in federal revenue, a burden wilitbe borne by taxpayers and consumers for dectale
come. Recerdnalysisby the Institute for Energy Research found therjcéreberman Senate bill would
cost the nation more than 500,000 jobs by 2015d&edease household income by over $1,000 by 2020.

“Using the guise of climate change to transferatslifrom hard-working citizens to bureaucratic big
government is unacceptable,” said Fogel. “Regasdbesheir stance on global warming, this should be
common ground for all of our elected officials dtl@vels of government.”
