Cap-and-trade took its first step toward enactresityear when the U.S. House narrowly passed the
Waxman-Markey energy tax bill, which escaped tlveelochamber by a scant seven votes despite
significant bipartisan opposition. The U.S. Sereg struggled to pass companion legislation, with
several key Democratic senators openly expresgpgsation to attempting to pass the energy tax bill

President Obama has made no secret of his sumpdhef bill, which would be the largest tax increas
in American history. The non-partisan Congresdigualget Office has scored the House plan as an
$846 billion increase in federal revenue, a burithe will be borne by taxpayers and consumers for
decades to come. Recemalysisby the Institute for Energy Research found therycéieberman
Senate bill would cost the nation more than 500j6bB6 by 2015 and decrease household income by
over $1,000 by 2020.

“Using the guise of climate change to transferatslifrom hard-working citizens to bureaucratic big
government is unacceptable,” said Crank. “Regasddésheir stance on global warming, this should
be common ground for all of our elected officialat levels of government.”
